January Program: Faye Hoch
Attendees of the January program learned about
the different threads available to quilters from fiber
artist, Faye Hoch.
They got to see and
feel various kinds of
thread including
cotton, rayon, the
myriad of polyesters
and metallic. Faye
says she uses cotton
thread if she wants an
organic, homespun
look. She particularly
loves polyester thread
because it gives her
projects a mysterious
guality — it is not so flat, doesn’t cover as much and
layers beautifully. Her favorite is the Superior
Rainbows brand of variegated thread. She noted
that thread may be perceived as inexpensive or
expensive on the spool but one must look at the
yardage of thread on a spool to gauge its value.
Thread is rated by numbers from 12 to 60, the
larger number the thinner the thread. However the
numbers are not standardized between
brands/types.

Faye says the choice of needle is important to

threadwork. She says a universal needle is good
for everything but not great for anything. She likes
a Microtex for piecing, and will increase the needle
size to a 90/14 if thread breakage is occurring in
her machine quilting.

As for tension, it needs to be adjusted at the top for
many projects. She cautioned that if you want to
adjust the bobbin tension, buy a second bobbin
carriage and make adjustments on only that one,
leaving your
regular bobbin
carriage for
piecing. She
suggested you
stabilize your
project by
stitching
around the
blocks or the
areas you are
going to work
on.

Faye began her quilting journey in 2001 and was
instantly attracted to the threadwork in quilting. Itis
apparent in looking at her work. The application of
the threadwork is what makes her hand dyes and
painted works come alive.
