Heather Mulder Peterson, pattern designer for
Anka’s Treasures was the featured speaker for the
April WOW program.

Heather began with a very heartwarming story
about her early experiences sewing with her
extraordinary grandmother, who lived to be 98 so
her influence continued for many of Heather’s
formative years.

Heather showed her first quilt, to the astonishment
of many WOW program attendees, it was a
detailed, complicated sampler quilt. She said, that
we could see from her first quilt that she was
hooked into quilting right away. Heather described
a science class where she had a whole binder of
gridded paper — and filled most of it with quilt
designs. She published her first pattern while still a
sophomore in college.

Heather showed an array of small table runners.
She said she felt guilty only putting one table
runner pattern into a pattern — so she put three

different runner patterns into her popular “Little
Charmers” pattern collection.

Heather described a special, easy inner corner
binding technique and mentioned that it is detailed
in her blog http://ankastreasures.wordpress.com/
Heather said that she got addicted to precut fabric
because you can get to the sewing quicker. She
has a book based on jellyrolls called “On A Roll,”
and other patterns and books designed to use
charm packs and layer cakes.

Heather said she got hooked into large scale prints
and, most recently, issued “Living Large” a booklet
of patterns especially designed to use large scale
prints.

Below pictured is Heather’s “Keyhole” quilt pattern
— that her mother referred to as her ‘kleenex box’
pattern. She said, “Why didn’t you give me that
catchy name BEFORE the book went to print?’
